Head Coach’s Corner
 It was another busy week for the boys last Sunday and quite a technical one as well. The boys were placed into their squads and all of them trained very hard. When the coaches met up during the week and the squads were finalised, we could have had a 25 man 'A' team squad as places within this squad were highly competitive. I did however make the decision at the beginning of the season that the squad size would be strictly limited in order to ensure maximum game time for the players. Both A and B coaches would have liked to have some of the other boys included in their squads. What this does mean however is that no position is safe and movement around the squads is very likely this year, so none of the A's or 'B's should rest upon their laurels.

From the 'B' squad this year we are looking for leaders to stand out. With the ever increasing numbers on the pitch, getting messages from the coaches to the players becomes ever more difficult. We must, therefore, rely upon the leadership of players to win games. With this in mind, each squad has been given a Captain who will lead the squad until at least the Christmas break. We will be hoping to rely on these individuals to make more of the on-field decisions, but we will also be looking for many of the players to step up and compete for the captaincy roles.
For the Development squad, this year we have a mixture of old and new. One or two players who have been with us a while will be tried in different positions in order to help their all-round rugby skills and with many new players joining us again this year, I am expecting it to take a little while for the squad to get to know us and us to get to know them and where they will be best suited to play. 

Next week sees our A's and B's travel to Woodford to play in a triangular match with Woodford and Romford. All players must have boots and a gumshield or they will not be able to play.
Ensuring that they have the correct equipment to play, is the boys responsibility and it is important that they do become responsible for making sure they are ready to play or train. (This doesn't mean you can’t have a checklist to ask them before you leave the house.) 
The Development squad will be having their final training session before the Woodbridge festival and there is a lot to pack in so could I ask that players arrive and are ready to train promptly for a ten o’clock start.

Finally, please be very proud of what your children have achieved this season. They have had a massive amount of information thrown at them over the last few weeks and the majority of them have absorbed most of it. I had concerns at the beginning of the season that with all the new skills that the boys had to learn they would not be ready to compete before the end of October.
However, their focussed attitudes towards training have proven me wrong and I am comfortable that they will give a good account of themselves over the next few weeks. Could I, therefore, ask parents to support the side in a positive manner? Please do not criticize the refereeing decisions; they are doing their best.
We want the boys to play in a sportsmanlike manner and we, as parents and coaches, have a responsibility to set an example. 

We are also as a club short on Referees so if you as a parent would like to do the course, the club would welcome you with open arms. Courses are being run by the RFU in refereeing and details can be gained from Tony.
